One concern brought to the committee has been the problem some residents had 
experienced with Gull activity. I was involved in a Scrutiny Panel that considered this 
problem.  The Panel informed Cabinet of our findings and we continue to monitor the 
situation.  Posters have been produced advising people on what they can do to mitigate 
the problem.

Another 
long term problem has been trying to negotiate with the Traffic department for a crossing 
at the bottom of Mayals Road.  A grant is awaited via the Welsh Government, which I hope 
will result in a crossing being installed in 2019-2020.
