Further to my letter of 18th September 2019 you have asked for further clarification on street 
lighting cost increases.   
 
In Wales all apart from four of the North Wales Local Authorities are part of the National 
Procurement Service arrangement. 
 
Each pricing period runs for twelve months, from 1st April to the 31st March.  As we recently 
switched to a different trading strategy customers are currently committed until 31st March 
2021.  
 
There has been a significant cost increase for April 2019 due to market prices during the 1st 
October 2018 and 31st March 20 19 purchasing window. The market is similar to the stock 
market and is impacted by political concerns such as Brexit, a weak pound, issues with 
nuclear generators coming offline and issues with gas production which has a knock on 
effect on how much it costs to generate electricity etc.
