We have made road safety one of our top priorities in response to residents’ concerns and
as a result have arranged for a new zebra crossing on Derlwyn to assist families going to
and from Dunvant Primary school, an extension of double yellow lines on Y Berllan and
warning signage on Garrod Avenue and in Dunvant Square. We continue to look at other
areas of concern around the ward with the help of officers.

We are similarly committed to keeping Dunvant a clean and attractive community for all.
We have once again funded displays of wildflowers around the ward, regularly report fly-
tipping and have carried out litter picks and cleaned bus shelters ourselves. We worked
with pupils at our local schools on a competition to produce signs encouraging dog owners
to clean up after them.

Over the past year I've had the honour of attending many community events such as the
Annual Flower Show, 90th Birthday of the WI and chapel coffee mornings.
