Planning Committee — 3 October 2023

Application to Add Footpaths to Definitive Map, Cwm Level
Road, Landore

Purpose: To consider whether to accept or reject an
application made to this Authority to make a
Modification Order to add a footpath running from
Cwm Level Road to Dinas Street and thus
recording as such on the Council’s Definitive Map
of Public Rights of Way.

Policy Framework: Public rights of way statutory function.

Consultation: Legal, Finance and Access to Services and all the
statutory consultees, including local members,
landowners and the prescribed organisations.

Recommendation(s): It is recommended that:

1) The Council dedicates the two footpaths on its land as public
footpaths, as shown on the attached map.

1.0 Background

1.1  The definitive map and statement is the legal record for all registered public rights of
way (footpaths and bridleways) in the City and County of Swansea. Swansea Council
is responsible for ensuring the definitive map correctly records the public rights of way
shown on it.

1.2  Under the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 the public can apply to the Council to
have the definitive map and statement modified if they consider there is an error on
the map or statement, or, more commonly, a right of way is missing from the records.
A copy of the relevant legislation can be found in appendix 5.
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2.0

2.1

Swansea Council is responsible for maintaining and protecting all 405 miles of public

rights of way within the City and County.

The application

On 12 November 2019 the Council received an application for a modification order to
add two footpaths to the definitive map between Cwm Level Road and Dinas street,

Plasmarl, as shown on the map below.
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The application was submitted along with six evidence forms from members of the public
detailing their use of the paths for up to 46 years. The evidence forms can be seen in appendix
4. For the reasons outlined below, the names and addresses on the forms have been redacted
for this case.

One of the evidence forms describes the route between A and B being blocked ‘a few years
ago’.

The footpaths cross land in the ownership of Swansea Council.

Investigation

The site was inspected by members of the Countryside Access Team in November
2019 and evidence of a well-trodden path was found between the points D-B-C on the
above map. The obstruction was also seen between points A and B, as were concrete
bollards and the gap in the highway fence next to Cwm Level Road, which indicate
that the Council acknowledged the existence of these routes. Photographs taken on
the day of inspection can be found in appendix 1.

Aerial photos. See appendix 2.

1981. The aerial photograph dated 1981 a path can be seen crossing the land between
points A and C. However, this is on a slightly different alignment to the path
constructed in 1992.

1992. The path A-B-C can be clearly seen on the aerial photograph dated 1992, at
which point it seems that the path has recently been constructed as part of a
reclamation scheme.

2005. The path A-B-C can clearly be seen on the aerial photograph dated 2005. The
path C-D can also be seen.

2009. Both paths can also be seen on the aerial photograph dated 2009.

2013. By 2013 the site has become densely covered in trees and other vegetation and
only the path between points B and C can clearly be seen in the aerial photograph.

Ordnance Survey maps. See appendix 3.

1916 to 1970. Four editions of the Ordnance Survey map show a track from Cwm
Level Road to Dinas Street. This track is on a similar alignment to the claimed footpath
A-B-C.

2022. The modern OS map shows the two claimed routes A-B-C and B-D as
unmetalled (unsurfaced) paths.

Conclusion
Looking at the Ordnance Survey maps and aerial photographs it appears that there

has been a path or track along more or less the same route across the site for at least
a hundred years.
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It also appears that, in 1992, Swansea City Council constructed a footpath across the
site corresponding approximately with one of the footpaths that have been applied for
(A-B-C on the above map).

Although the number of people submitting evidence for these paths is relatively small,
when the routes were inspected in 2019, it was clear that the route D-B-C was well
used. The route between A and B was obstructed when inspected, as suggested in
one of the evidence forms. It was obvious that this obstruction had been in place for
some time, and therefore there was little evidence that this part of the route was being
used.

Given that the aerial photographs from 2005 and 2009 clearly show a well-used path
between points A and B, but the aerial photograph in 2013 indicates that the path had
fallen into disuse, it is assumed that this part of the route was blocked at some point
between 2009 and 2013.

The evidence suggests that, not only has there been a footpath across this land for a
very long time, but that the City Council intended to retain the footpath, and improve
it, as part of the reclamation works that took place on this land over 30 years ago.

Given the above evidence Corporate Property have agreed that the footpaths could
be dedicated to the public. This would be in keeping with Council policies on Active
Travel and Safe Routes to School. Should the site be developed at some point in the
future the footpaths can be altered to accommodate the development.

In order for the Council to dedicate the footpaths to the public the applicant for the
modification order must withdraw their application. The applicant has agreed to do
this on the understanding that the footpaths will be dedicated to the public by the
Council.

Once the footpaths become public, minor works can be undertaken to reinstate the
blocked route between points A and B, install some steps between points B and D and
put the footpaths on the Council’s annual vegetation clearance list.

The Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 mandates that public bodies
in Wales must carry out sustainable development. Sustainable development means
the process of improving the economic, social, environmental and cultural well-being
of Wales by taking action, in accordance with the sustainable development principle,
aimed at achieving the ‘well-being goals’.

Our Integrated Impact Assessment (lI1A) process ensures we have paid due regard
to the above. It also takes into account other key issues and priorities, such as
poverty and social exclusion, community cohesion, carers, the United Nations
Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC) and Welsh language.

An EIA Screening Form has been completed with the agreed outcome that a full EIA
report was not required as all of our paths are free to use and available to people of
all ages, any sexual orientation, marital status, religious belief, financial status or race.
The Council has to consider the modification order application.

Financial Implications
Notice of the dedication must be published in a local newspaper. The cost of this will

be approximately £1500, and in Wales (but no longer in England) the Authority has to
bear the cost of placing the notice in the newspaper.

(c) where no such map and statement have been so prepared, the map and
statement prepared for that area under section 55(3).

(2) As regards every definitive map and statement, the surveying authority
shall—

(a) as soon as reasonably practicable after the commencement date, by order
make such modifications to the map and statement as appear to them to be
requisite in consequence of the occurrence, before that date, of any of the
events specified in subsection (3); and

(b) as from that date, keep the map and statement under continuous review and
as soon as reasonably practicable after the occurrence, on or after that date, of
any of those events, by order make such modifications to the map and
statement as appear to them to be requisite in consequence of the occurrence
of that event.

(3) The events referred to in subsection (2) are as follows—

(a) the coming into operation of any enactment or instrument, or any other
event, whereby—

(i) a highway shown or required to be shown in the map and statement has
been authorised to be stopped up, diverted, widened or extended,;

(ii) a highway shown or required to be shown in the map and statement as a
highway of a particular description has ceased to be a highway of that
description; or

(i) a new right of way has been created over land in the area to which the map
relates, being a right of way such that the land over which the right subsists is a
public path or a restricted byway;

(b) the expiration, in relation to any way in the area to which the map relates, of
any period such that the enjoyment by the public of the way during that period
raises a presumption that the way has been dedicated as a public path or
restricted byway;



(c) the discovery by the authority of evidence which (when considered with all
other relevant evidence available to them) shows—

(i) that a right of way which is not shown in the map and statement subsists or is
reasonably alleged to subsist over land in the area to which the map relates,
being a right of way such that the land over which the right subsists is a public
path, a restricted byway or, subject to section 54A, a byway open to all traffic;
(i) that a highway shown in the map and statement as a highway of a particular
description ought to be there shown as a highway of a different description; or
(iii) that there is no public right of way over land shown in the map and
statement as a highway of any description, or any other particulars contained in
the map and statement require modification.

(4) The modifications which may be made by an order under subsection (2)
shall include the addition to the statement of particulars as to—

(a) the position and width of any public path, restricted byway or byway open to
all traffic which is or is to be shown on the map; and

(b) any limitations or conditions affecting the public right of way thereover.

(4A) Subsection (4B) applies to evidence which, when considered with all other
relevant evidence available to the surveying authority, shows as respects a way
shown in a definitive map and statement as a restricted byway that the public
have, and had immediately before the commencement of section 47 of the
Countryside and Rights of Way Act 2000, a right of way for vehicular and all
other kinds of traffic over that way.

(4B) For the purposes of subsection (3)(c)(ii), such evidence is evidence which,
when so considered, shows that the way concerned ought, subject to section
54A, to be shown in the definitive map and statement as a byway open to all
traffic.

(5) Any person may apply to the authority for an order under subsection (2)
which makes such modifications as appear to the authority to be requisite in
consequence of the occurrence of one or more events falling within paragraph
(b) or (c) of subsection (3); and the provisions of Schedule 14 shall have effect
as to the making and determination of applications under this subsection.

(5A) Evidence to which subsection (4B) applies on the commencement of
section 47 of the Countryside and Rights of Way Act 2000 shall for the
purposes of subsection (5) and any application made under it be treated as not
having been discovered by the surveying authority before the commencement
of that section.

(6) Orders under subsection (2) which make only such modifications as appear
to the authority to be requisite in consequence of the occurrence of one or more
events falling within paragraph (a) of subsection (3) shall take effect on their
being made; and the provisions of Schedule 15 shall have effect as to the
making, validity and date of coming into operation of other orders under
subsection (2).
